THE LAND TO WHICH THIS NOTICE RELATES

Land at 26 Cromer Road, Leyton, London E10 registered at HM Land Registry
under title number NGL88868 shown edged black and hatched red on the attached
plan.

THE MATTERS WHICH APPEAR TO CONSTITUTE THE BREACH OF
PLANNING CONTROL

Without planning permission, erection of a single storey extension to the rear of the
dwellinghouse, located adjacent to the original tunnelback section of the house,
along the shared boundary with number 24.

REASONS FOR ISSUING THIS NOTICE

It appears to the Council that the above breach of planning control has occurred
within the last four years. The single storey rear extension in question was
substantially completed less than four years ago.

The rear extension by virtue of its size and sitting is an oppressive feature when
viewed from the neighbouring property and results in an unacceptable loss of visual
amenity and light and is contrary to the requirements of policies PSC5 and BHE3 of
the adopted Waltham Forest Unitary Development Plan — First Review (2006).

The extension is out of character with the original property and makes no attempt to
replicate any architectural detail of style, contrary to the provisions of policies PSC5
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and BHE1 of the adopted Waltham Forest Unitary Development Plan - first Review
(2006). .

The Council does not consider that planning permission should be given, because
planning conditions could not overcome these objections to the development.

WHAT YOU ARE REQUIRED TO DO

(1) Demolition of unlawful extension.
(2) Removal of all associated materials from site.
