There’s no harm in throwing litter on the ground, because picking it up keeps someone in a job. We’ve probably all heard someone make that argument, but there’s a flaw in that logic.

Waltham Forest Council has to spend between £2.5 – £3.5million each year on picking up people’s litter and scraping their chewing gum off the pavement – not to mention what’s spent on fly-tipping.

That corresponds to £38 extra being spent by every household in the borough on Council Tax, money completely wasted – literally thrown in the bin.

Think of all the things you’d like Waltham Forest Council to do, or do better. That money could be spent on reducing crime and gangs in our community. It could provide activities for our young people and older residents. How about free English classes? Or perhaps we could have a new park or two, or a summer concert for everyone to enjoy.

The possibilities are endless.

Instead, here we are, wasting it all, and it’s so easily avoidable.

From a lack of pride in our borough should flow a sense of shame – shame that by throwing down that chicken ‘n’ chips box you’ve made your local street a worse place; shame that a child will come to harm because the Council will have to spend money picking up that cigarette butt you’ve just dropped, instead of hiring more social workers.

That’s why I’m very glad that the Council has hired more enforcement officers and is prosecuting those who have no shame, no respect, and no pride.

It’s a message that extends to fly-tippers, too. And this is one area where I think the Council must get a lot tougher.

I’m happy to see my Council Tax being spent on enforcement – the more is invested there, the less will have to be spent on cleaning up. I look forward to the day, though, when it can be spent on something else entirely.

£1M pot for youth activities

• Summer cash boost for youth services

• Young people in charge of divvying out funds
Martial arts, mobile youthclubs and music are just some of the things on offer this summer, after a panel of young people decided which youth groups scooped a share of a £1million pot.
Five teenagers assessed more than 75 applications, before deciding which organisations were offering the best services for young people.
The group were also given training on how to assess applications fairly and consistently.
Mohammed, from Walthamstow, chaired the panel. “It was quite shocking being nominated to manage £1million,” he said.
“But it makes sense. If you want something to be a success, you need to understand what it takes to be a success. That’s why it was important 100 per cent of the decisions made for young people, are made by young people.”

• This summer 39 groups have received grants from £3000 up to £47,000 to fund their work

Clampdown on illegal waste disposal
• Big council clampdown on trade waste in Hale End and Highams Park

• Efforts part of the Wiping Out Enviro Crime campaign
Council officers visited a number of businesses in Hale End and Highams Park this month (July) as part of a drive to check whether trade waste is being disposed of properly.
More than 60 businesses were visited, by council officers and councillors, including Council leader Cllr Chris Robbins, to encourage responsible waste disposal.
A total of 13 were ordered to produce Waste Transfer Notices proving they are disposing of their rubbish properly after failing to keep proper documentation of their waste disposal.
If they fail to do so within 14 days they could be fined up to £5,000 by magistrates or ordered to pay a £300 fixed penalty notice.
Businesses are obliged to keep receipts of all waste they have transferred for two years.
The clampdown is part of the Council’s Wiping Out Enviro Crime campaign which aims to reduce fly tipping, littering, graffiti and dog fouling. Cllr Robbins said: “Most businesses take their responsibilities seriously and make sure they have proper arrangements in place for rubbish disposal.
“But a minority do not and the waste ends up getting dumped on our streets. The recession is no excuse for failing to be a responsible trader. We will take firm action if we find businesses flouting the law.”
Also present during the operation were Deputy Council Leader, Cllr John Macklin, Cabinet Member for Environment, Cllr Bob Belam, and ward councillors Cllr Sheila Smith-Pryor, Cllr Nick Bason and Cllr Jane Morgan.
Stow design guidelines
While there hasn’t been much to report regarding firm plans for Walthamstow Stadium, the Council has now put together a set of design guidelines for anyone wanting to develop the iconic site.
The document – called an urban design brief – outlines the kind of broad design and layout that the Council would consider acceptable, regardless of whether the land were to be used for leisure, housing, business or a mix of these uses.
Rather than plans that have been set in stone or a formal document on how the land should be used, this design brief is simply a set of guidelines to help prospective developers when looking at issues such as building layout, scale and public space.
While many might view affordable housing as the most realistic option, the Council would be willing to consider any viable option, including one to bring the track back into use if it was feasible.
Though such design briefs are often put together for large-scale projects, it’s only planners and would-be developers who usually use them. However, as the Stow site is close to the hearts of so many residents the Council realises that local people might want to read through the brief for themselves, so it is now available upon request or from the Council website.

The road was named Green Ferry Way to tie-in with the fact that Ferry Lane was historically known as Green Ferry Lane and will make the area safer for pedestrians as well as help ease traffic around the Royal Standard Junction in the long-term.
Blackhorse Lane is one of the borough’s key regeneration areas and it is hoped that the area will provide around 2,000 new homes and 1,000 new jobs over the next 10 years.

Leyton company fined £4,000 for fly-tipping

A plumbing and bathroom supplier has been ordered to pay out £4,540 after it was found guilty of dumping rubbish on the streets.

Direct Plumbing & Bathroom Supplies, based in High Road, Leyton, was prosecuted after waste from its premises was found in Lindley Road, Leyton on October 9 last year.

The company was prosecuted on two counts of the Environmental Protection Act 1990 for failing a Duty of Care and failing to produce waste transfer notes.

The company was found guilty in its absence at Walthamstow Magistrates Court on June 25 and fined £4,000 and ordered to pay costs of £540.

While we want the borough’s avid gardeners recycling their off cuts we realise this might not be possible for everyone.

Fly-tipping service praised by government
• Five month clampdown reduces fly-tipping and leads to prosecutions

• DEFRA laud “very effective” campaign
Efforts to reduce fly-tipping in Waltham Forest have been praised by the government.
Last September the council launched a high profile campaign warning fly tippers. they faced a £50,000 fine or five years in prison if they were caught.
During the five month campaign there was a dramatic reduction in the amount of fly-tipping in Waltham Forest and three people have been prosecuted.
The campaign was amalgamated into the Wiping Out Enviro Crime campaign when it was launched in January. And earlier this month (July) the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs (DEFRA) confirmed the council had delivered a “very effective” fly-tipping enforcement service throughout 2008/09.
The campaign featured mobile CCTV vans and extra officers deployed to catch the fly tippers and people who dropped litter. Extra road sweepers and collections teams were also deployed to respond quickly to complaints about rubbish being dumped.
The council is also employing more enforcement officers to work during evenings and weekends.
Waltham Forest Council’s Cabinet Member for Environment, Cllr Bob Belam, said: “It’s nice that the government has recognised our hard work, the challenge now is to improve further.”

Changes: Angel Lane bridge closure
From 10 August 2009 until summer 2010 it is necessary to close Angel Lane Bridge to vehicles.
We recognise that this closure may cause some inconvenience but it is essential work to deliver the London 2012 Olympic and Paralympic Games and the lasting benefits for east London.
The length of platform 10a at Stratford Regional Station will be extended to allow for greater passenger capacity on trains travelling from central London. A freight loop will also be moved to avoid interfering with rail traffic.
To be able to do the above improvements both for Games-time and for benefits after the Games, the current position of the Angel Lane Bridge needs to be changed.
The bridge will close for safety reasons as demolition, construction and utility diversion work needs to be done before removing the existing bridge during Easter 2010. A new bridge is currently being constructed alongside the existing bridge and will provide enhanced access for vehicles, pedestrians and cyclists from August 2010.
During the works Angel Lane Bridge will remain open for walkers and cyclists for as long as possible.
The alternate vehicle routes and bus diversions during the closure are highlighted on the map. The bus routes that will be affected are services 158 and 308.

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Historic local name revived as Green Ferry Way opens

On Thursday 9 July Green Ferry Way was officially opened by Cllr Anna Mbachu, the Mayor of Waltham Forest. Green Ferry Way provides the first phase of a new access road that will eventually connect Blackhorse Lane and Forest Road, avoiding the Royal Standard Junction. The name has historic local roots

as until the mid eighteenth

century the Green Ferry operated

from what is now the Ferry Boat

Inn. Ferry Lane was formerly

known as Green Ferry Lane and

was an important crossing point

in the Lea Valley.

Nowadays, Ferry Lane is a key

gateway into Waltham Forest and

the opening of Green Ferry Way

marks the first step towards the

transformation of the area.

The opening of Green Ferry Way

provides the first step in the road

safety and traffic management

scheme, providing safe access to

and from the commuter car park

and the industrial units at Forest

Works. This is the first phase in a

comprehensive traffic management

scheme for the Blackhorse Lane

area which is designed to make

this stretch of Forest Road safer

and more convenient for both

vehicles and pedestrians.

The next step is to link Green Ferry

Way with Blackhorse Lane, which

will reduce the traffic flow through

the Royal Standard Junction,

making it easier for people to

access the station. The Council

held a public consultation in

September 2008 and is continuing

to undertake a detailed option

appraisal in consultation with

affected landowners.

Cllr Terry Wheeler, Cabinet

Member for Enterprise and

Investment said; “The opening of

Green Ferry Way marks an

important milestone in the

regeneration of the Blackhorse Lane

area and will make an important

contribution to road safety on this

busy section of Forest Road. I will

be working with the regeneration

team to bring forward further

phases as the Station Hub site

comes forward for development.” 
Willowfield School update

In February we reported on plans

to move Willowfield School to the

old goods yard between

Blackhorse Road Station,

Hawarden Road and the Douglas

Eyre Sports Centre, as part of the

Council's £300million Building

Schools for the Future

programme. Feedback received

from the local community and key

stakeholders during the public

consultation was very positive.

However, concerns were raised

regarding transport and access to

the school, including the impact

on surrounding roads. The Council

will investigate these issues, and a

transport assessment will be

undertaken. A School Travel Plan

will also be developed which will

seek to limit the number of people

travelling to the site by car and

encourage students and staff to

cycle or walk.

Eve Wilson, Head of Willowfield

School said, “I am pleased that

local residents are as supportive of

the plans as everyone at the

school is. We are looking forward

to designing a new school that will

be at the heart of the community,

providing state of the art facilities

for both students and local

people.”
