The summer holidays are upon us but many parents are already preparing for their child’s first day at school. For parents, often more nervous than the children, it’s an important milestone in their child’s life.

In my experience, many parents are not happy with their school allocation, despite reports that 80 per cent of children get their preferred school.

The quality of schools in this area varies vastly and drives some parents to spend hours trawling through Ofsted reports, visiting schools and measuring distances.

It is appalling that schools can be so variable in performance and that parents can do so little about it. I’ve known of children who live opposite their preferred school and yet not managed to get a place.

With all siblings guaranteed a place at the same school it leads to few new places becoming available. When the admissions process is complete the better performing schools in the area are up to their published admission number and there is little room for other parents to negotiate.

Most parents resign themselves to the fact that there is no point in appealing a decision and just settle for their lot, crossing fingers and hoping that the school’s performance will improve. Others assess neighbouring boroughs, some move house and the minority that can afford to investigate private schools.

Braver ones take on the appeals process. Yet, with most schools full there is little the panel can do and I’ve heard the appeals can be unfriendly and unnecessarily aggressive affairs.

In my opinion, the least these parents deserve is a little respect and understanding. I’m sure it is gruelling for the panel and I’m sure some parents get their facts wrong but however frustrated they may get, the panel should always remember these parents simply want the best for their children.
Next year I will embark with trepidation into the schools application process. I assume my child will attend the same school as our neighbours (the school closest to us geographically) and I’m hoping that there will not be too many siblings beating us to the school gate!

Borough wants more police officers

• Council to ask police to allocate more officers to Waltham Forest

• Campaign for greater police numbers could follow
Waltham Forest Council will meet police representatives later this month to ask for more officers to be drafted into the borough.
The council estimates that Waltham Forest is at least 120 police officers short and is likely to enlist the support of residents and campaign for more officers if its request is refused.
Waltham Forest Council’s leader, Cllr Chris Robbins, said: “Our police officers do a fantastic job in difficult circumstances but there aren’t enough of them.

“Safety on our streets is of major concern to our residents, and it is our job to raise this issue at the highest level.”

Reporting enviro-crime pays

• Enviro-crime clampdown continues with new incentive scheme

• Residents can collect up to £500 for providing evidence which leads to a conviction

A new scheme which offers residents money in return for providing evidence against people who graffiti, fly-tip, litter and let their dogs foul has been launched.
The Conviction Reward Scheme will pay residents up to £500 depending on the severity of the crime that has been committed. People may also have to give evidence in court if necessary.
It is hoped the scheme will encourage people to report environmental crime and act as a deterrent to those who are intent on wrecking the appearance of our streets.
The scheme forms part of the Wiping Out Enviro-crime campaign which aims to tackle issues like, littering, fly-tipping and dog mess.
Residents who spot an offence should provide a description of the offender, their vehicle registration, photograph or any other detailed information which can be used as evidence and help a prosecution.
Callers personal details will be treated confidentially.
The scheme will act as an incentive to law abiding residents to come forward and show they’re not prepared to put up with other people’s rubbish blighting our streets.
It is notoriously difficult to prosecute some environmental crimes, which is why the Council wants residents to come forward and help us prosecute the people responsible.
Waltham Forest Council spends in the region of £3.5million a year clearing litter and fly-tipping from its streets.

Smoking can be bad for your wallet
