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GCSE results at ten-year high

Class of 2009 written into local history books

There were celebrations  across the borough last  week, as Waltham Forest  announced a decade of  GCSE improvement.

The Class of 2009 wrote themselves into local history books after early results at the time of print showed 46 per cent of pupils had gained five or more A* to C grades, including English and Maths; up from 44 per cent last year.

Notably, two schools told to improve last year showed their true colours by zooming out of the danger zone, with increases of seven and 11 per cent respectively.

Happy teens were keen to share their stories with Waltham Forest News.

“I’m ecstatic about my results,” said Negeshwar, who got all As and Bs. “Thanks to the work I’ve done I’m looking forward to studying fine art at college.”

So where do our bright young stars shine next?

“I’m off to the Brit School,” claimed Kalan, after gaining  eight A* to C grades from Norlington School for Boys. “Waltham Forest News can interview me again when I’m on TV!”

Others were looking to be leaders of the future. “I want to go to college to study politics, philosophy and English language,” said Makiya. “I can’t believe how well I’ve done.”

Cllr Liaquat Ali, Cabinet Member for Children and Young People, hailed the milestone as a sign of the times in Waltham Forest.

 “It is no cliché to say our children are the future, and the dedication that local youngsters have shown for ten years now, is something to be very proud of,” said Cllr Ali.

 “Education in Waltham Forest has never been so good and with further investment, the future will only see better schools achieving better results.”

Council calls for back-up

• Police hear request for extra bobbies on the beat

• Council claims a further 120 officers needed

Leading police representatives met with local councillors last week to discuss calls for 120 more bobbies in the borough. Police are being urged to consider the borough’s call for back-up after a Metropolitan Police Service report showed a clear discrepancy between crime levels per resident in Waltham Forest, and policing levels in other London boroughs.

“Our police do a fantastic job in very difficult circumstances, but they are woefully under resourced,” said Cllr Chris Robbins, Leader of Waltham Forest Council.

“Waltham Forest has the fourth highest rate of serious crime per police officer in London but makes do with a stretched force. Hackney has virtually the same level of crime but 199 more police officers to deal with it; that’s not right.”

Issues such as gang violence and street crime were top of the agenda at the meeting.

“It was a good discussion,” added Cllr Robbins, “very positive indeed. We’ve met the powers that be and presented clear evidence that we’re short a good 120 officers; the ball is in their court now.

“The Council recognises the police have an issue with their resources, and certainly improvements have been made – the Safer Neighbourhood Teams, for example, are invaluable – but it’s not enough.

“We have made it clear to the MET that crime is one of our residents’ main concerns and we are listening and responding.

“If we don’t get these additional officers this time round, we’ll go back again and again, and I’m confident we’ll do so with the support of all Waltham Forest residents.”

Poisonous snake removed

A deadly pit viper was removed from a residential home in Waltham Forest after it was discovered by police during a routine search.

The horrified officers discovered the four foot long bright green snake dozing in a vivarium in a home in Woodend Road, Walthamstow, and contacted the Council’s animal warden.

Council officers informed the home owner that keeping the snake, which has venom

strong enough to kill a human, was illegal under the Dangerous Wild Animals Act, and he agreed to hand it over.

The pit viper’s venom is designed to immobilise, kill and then digest its prey and most pit viper strikes are aimed at the extremities of the human body.

The venom works by destroying tissue and is capable of causing significant and disfiguring damage to flesh and muscle but deaths from bites are rare and almost entirely limited to children and the elderly.

The viper was collected by an expert snake handler, using a stick and a bag, and taken to the quarantine centre at Heathrow before being given to a zoo. The owner of the snake is likely to be cautioned.

One resident, who asked not to be named, said: “It’s certainly not the sort of thing you expect to hear living in a residential road. Just thinking about what would have happened if it had escaped sends shivers down my spine.”

The team are warning pilgrims to check their tour operator has an ATOL licence, and agree a tour itinerary in writing before handing over any money.

Unlicensed beauty treatment prosecution

A company offering manicures and pedicures has been ordered to pay £840 by magistrates.

Excel World Hair &  Beauty, based in High Street, Walthamstow, was found to be offering the treatments without a Special Treatment Licence.

The owner of the premises failed to attend Waltham Forest Magistrates’ Court on 30 July but was found guilty in her absence and fined £300 and ordered to pay £540 costs.

Drugs machine in use

A new drug detecting machine is now in use across the borough, as the authorities seek to crackdown on substance abuse in public places such as pubs and clubs.

The Ion Track Itemiser machine works by taking swabs from around the venue, looking for any traces of drugs or illegal substances.

These swabs are then fed into the machine which can confirm whether drugs are present.

If any positive samples are found, the licence holder will work with police and council officers to put an appropriate plan in place to make sure drugs are not being taken on their premises.

• Band shows a soft spot for E17 amidst media fanfare

As many a music fan will already know, this year’s Mercury Prize is looming and such well-known names as icy electropop duo La Roux and off-kilter indie rocker Bat For Lashes are in the running for the prestigious award.

Dig a little deeper than the MTV-friendly bill-toppers, though, and you’ll find Walthamstow transplants Led Bib quietly confident on the sidelines; their innovative jazz rock wowing genre aficionados and broadsheet journalists alike.

“Over time the press have become more supportive and the audiences have too,” says drummer and bandleader Mark Holub.

“I suppose this has made our main goal to get our music out to as many people as possible. People might start off thinking they won’t like us because our music is ‘jazz’ or ‘improvised’, but then they hear us and love it.”

As for what their Mercury nomination has done for them, Mark is quick to reply: “It’s brought publishing deals, endorsement deals and even offers to dress us for the ceremony,” he chuckles.

“More than that, though, it brings us to a wider audience – people who didn’t think they were interested in contemporary jazz will check us out because we’re on the list, and that’s an amazing opportunity.”

Glitz and glamour aside, Mark is quick to put in a good word for his adoptive home. “I moved to Walthamstow a year and a half ago and love it.

“It’s such a great community I convinced most the other guys to move here, too. We all really like it, and it’s great as there are loads of musicians and artists living around here, meaning there’s always someone to go to the pub with.”

Vel hello there

• New webcam launched to show Velodrome construction

• 6,000 seater venue is already taking shape

Anybody interested in keeping up-to-speed with construction of the new London 2012 Velodrome, can do so from the comfort of their own living room now thanks to a new webcam.

The Olympic Delivery Authority (ODA) launched the webcam earlier this month, giving the public a front row seat of the huge construction progress being made on site.

The 6,000 seat Velodrome and adjacent BMX track will host the Olympic track cycling and BMX events, as well as Paralympic track cycling events in 2012.

Work began on the venue in March, with over 150 staff now working on the site.

Foundations are already laid and the first above ground structural elements are well underway.

Once completed, the Velodrome will include a 360 degree concourse level, offering fantastic views over the Olympic Park, and out to the London skyline.

On a recent visit to the site, Beijing hero, Paul Manning, praised the plans.

“I was hugely impressed by the progress that has already been made on site,” said Paul, who picked up Gold for Team GB in 2008.

“The new webcam will be a great way to see the Velodrome continue to take shape.”

The ODA says that after 2012, the structure will be used by elite athletes and the local community alike, and is set to include a café, bike hire and cycle workshop facilities.

A road cycle circuit and mountain bike course will also be added to the Velodrome and BMX circuit once the Games have come and gone.

March against violence

Hundreds of people took part in a peaceful march through Walthamstow on 24 August, to make a stand against gun and knife crime in Waltham Forest.

The event was organised by the parents of murdered teenager CJ Hendricks and started in Abbots Park, before finishing at Walthamstow Town Square where a montage of images of CJ was shown on the big screen, close to where the 18-year-old was found fatally wounded.

CJ’s mum, Melanie, told Waltham Forest News: “We want an end to knife and gun crime. Too many young lives have been taken and it has to stop.”

New technology speeds road repairs

New technology introduced across the borough means road repairs can now be carried out quicker.

Using wireless technology, all Waltham Forest highways and street work inspectors have been issued with handheld devices allowing them to record their inspections while they are out on the road.

This means inspectors can report any problems when they spot them and order a repair team to be despatched, before they get back to the office.

The handheld computers also have records of all previous road repairs, so there should be no nasty surprises once the team turns up.

A day in the life of Leytonstone’s litter

• Main roads need constant sweeping

• Most rubbish thrown from vehicles

Early each morning a small but dedicated team of street sweepers starts the labour of love that is cleaning Leytonstone High Road.

Pavel Tylecek manages street cleansing in Leytonstone.

“We have usually cleared the main streets by 8am,” said Pavel, “within an hour it needs sweeping again.”

“I see people throwing cans and cigarette boxes out of their car windows and just dropping litter rather than putting it in a bin. It is a big problem.”

Cleaning starts with a team emptying bins and clearing fly-tips, while a mechanised sweeper traverses the roads and pavement before street cleaners move in to tackle the areas missed by hand.

The main grime hotspots in Leytonstone, Pavel says, are bus stops, tube stations and the Green Man roundabout, which alone takes two days to sweep properly because of the volume of rubbish dumped there.

“I enjoy my job, but it’s quite frustrating when you see drivers throwing rubbish out of their windows or pedestrians just dropping litter on the floor.”

Cabinet Member for Environment, Cllr Bob Belam, said: “We spend £3.5 million a year keeping this borough tidy and it’s not easy because there is always someone who will come along and litter a road just after we’ve swept it.”

Our Future

Air your views on council leadership

Changes to the law mean Waltham Forest has to decide how the Council will be led in the future. The Council is currently run by a leader (Cllr Chris Robbins) and a cabinet of nine other councillors who make most of the major decisions affecting the borough.

The Government requires all of London’s councils to choose one of two new types of leadership by 31 December.

The first option is similar to the existing arrangement in Waltham Forest, with a council leader at the head of the decision-making process. However, under the new rules the leader’s powers will be strengthened – he or she will be elected by full council for a four-year period (as opposed to the current one-year term) and will hold all executive powers. This is called the ‘strong leader and cabinet’ model.

The second option is called the ‘directly elected mayor and cabinet’ model. This is not a new idea and has already been adopted by other London boroughs including Hackney and Newham. The mayor is not a councillor and is directly elected every four years by the borough’s residents. He or she appoints the cabinet members and holds all executive powers.

One big difference is that an elected mayor can only be removed every four years at the ballot box, while the “strong” leader may be removed by a vote at full council at any time.

Some things won’t change, however. Full council will keep its current powers and there will still be committees to determine individual planning and licensing applications. Similarly, the Overview and Scrutiny Committees will remain to review the work of the new leader or mayor and their cabinet.

The final decision will be made by full Council on 17 December and will come into force at the 2010 elections.

Given the importance of this decision, the Council is keen to hear residents’ views on the matter and find out if they would prefer to see one of these options in Waltham Forest over the other.

Learning disability help

• Community Council grant helps fund employment project

• Catering, gardening, decorating and car washing are all available

Cann Hall and Cathall residents with learning disabilities are benefitting

to the tune of £3,372 thanks to a Community Council grant to help them get into work.

WorkBase Supported Employment helps people with both learning disabilities and mental health problems get qualifications that will help them get into paid jobs, mostly in gardening and catering locally.

“We’ve got up to 66 people with learning disabilities on our books and they work anything from half an hour up to 15 hours a week,” explains Brian Fleming from Waltham Forest Mencap. “They do a wide variety of work; garden maintenance, CookieCo, who make buffets for business meetings, CafeCo, Lets Lunch, Lets Paint, which is a decorating service and WashCo, which is a carwash service run by the service users themselves two days a week.

“It’s great because it shows them that they are capable of earning money and it gives them some independence. We have people earning £80 a week and they would never earn that outside in the normal work place because companies wouldn’t employ most of them.”

Residents voted to back the charity at their Community Council meeting and the first funds were released back in June.

Parents have food for thought this summer, with next term’s school meals set to be healthier than ever before.
From September, all school meals will meet national standards for nutrition, meaning maximum taste with minimum waste.
The move is in line with national efforts to get more pupils eating healthier food at school.
Locally, eight in ten children eligible for free school meals are already signed up and with prices frozen at a maximum of £1.75 a meal for the third year running, schools are hoping they can encourage even more families to enjoy the recession-busting lunches.
“Often parents don’t realise how good school meals are now,” said Christine, who cooks at Larkswood Junior School. “Nothing is frozen any more, it’s all cooked fresh on the day.
“We’ve come a long way. We’ve got seasonal menus, multi-cultural dishes and plenty of fruit and vegetables. School meals are fantastic value for money.”
Last year, pupils and parents alike had the chance to enjoy taster menus to see if school meals really do cut the mustard. And the verdict? A resounding ‘yes’.
“I didn’t use to eat school dinners but now I do,” said Charlie, at South Grove Primary. “I’ve tried things I’d never have eaten before and really like it.”
