Petition launched to demand more police

Residents are being urged to join calls for at least 120 extra police officers to be walking the beat in Waltham Forest.

More than a fortnight since councillors and the MET discussed local concerns around the number of bobbies in the borough, there is still no official response from police sources. As a result, leaders of the three local political parties joined forces last Monday to call on all residents to sign a petition and have their voices heard.

Waltham Forest Council Leader, Cllr Chris Robbins, explained the move was about demonstrating support, not pre-empting a response.

“I’m still open-minded about what the MET may say,” said Cllr Robbins. “It’s by no means a done deal, but they need to see that our residents are serious about this.”

The call for back-up came after a police report showed Waltham Forest was being under-resourced compared to other London boroughs.

other London boroughs.

“The evidence is clear and comes straight from a police report,” added Cllr Robbins. “Police analysis of this report showed Waltham Forest has unique challenges, as well as a disproportionate amount of serious crime in the borough.

“We don’t want special treatment, we want a fair deal.”

A series of small events are now set to go on across the borough this autumn where residents will be encouraged to add their names to the growing number of supporters. Postcards are available at council buildings and these can be filled in and returned to campaign HQ.

Wikipedia defines volunteering as “the practice of people working on behalf of others without being motivated by financial or material gain. Volunteering is generally considered an altruistic activity, intended to promote good or improve human quality of life”.

So why has volunteering become so organised? Surely one of its benefits is to operate with a minimum of rules.

Over hundreds of years, faith organisations of all kinds have not only raised money through voluntary donations to put up buildings and centres but have also set up numerous charitable and social ventures, run largely or wholly by volunteers. They were not organised by Government but by a common interest.

The Scout Movement, started by Lord Baden Powell in 1907, encouraged leaders to give their time for the betterment of the lads who joined the Scouts. Today at Gilwell Park in Chingford a vast army of paid administrators control the movement, but the day to day running of each Scout Group is in the hands of volunteers – people who give their time to improve the lives of the next generation.

Waltham Forest Civic Society has been run for nearly 40 years by volunteers passionate about the built environment we all have to live in. All they want is to preserve the best and improve the rest in our borough.

A hundred years ago there were few controls on our lives, but now we are all guilty of all sorts of crimes unless we can prove we are innocent. Volunteers cannot work with children unless they can produce a CRB form that proves they are safe to do so. Risk assessments are needed before you even step outside your front door. Opening a bank account for a voluntary group is more difficult than opening a business account for the Mafia.

Councils are now employing Community Officers to make contact with residents to encourage them to volunteer.

This misses the whole point of volunteering, which is for a group of like-minded people to come together with the minimum of rules and regulations to carry out their objectives whatever they may be.

Don’t brisket

Two of the Council’s food safety officers were greeted with a grim sight when they ventured into Ye Olde Butchery at 32 Wood Street, Walthamstow on 28 August – one of the worst butchers shops they’ve ever visited. The officers visited the shop following a complaint from a resident, finding its cold room full of bluebottles, fly eggs on the carcasses and several pieces of putrid meat. A hygiene emergency prohibition notice was served immediately and the shop was closed. The closure was later confirmed by Waltham Forest Magistrates’ Court, with £560 costs awarded. At the time of writing the Council’s food safety team is considering whether to take further action against the shopkeeper.

£5.9million boost for skills centre

• Thousands of recession-hit Londoners set for jobs training

• Courses will range from scaffolding to carpentry and roofing Family Learning Week

Plans for a National Skills Academy for Construction in Leytonstone can now be finalised, thanks to a £5.9million cash boost.

The grant was confirmed by the Learning and Skills Council (LSC) on 10 September, and follows the Council’s own investment of almost £1.5million.

Once completed, thousands of residents from across east London will benefit from training programmes on the Cathall Road site, designed to cover the breadth of the construction industry.

Cllr Terry Wheeler, Cabinet Member for Enterprise and Investment, said: “This cash boost will come as welcome news to Waltham Forest residents as it means more training leading to more jobs at a time when it’s needed most.
 “The academy will provide workers with the skills needed to secure jobs on construction projects such as the 2012 Games, Stratford City and Crossrail for many years.”

The project is the result of a partnership between Waltham Forest Council and numerous key agencies in London, including the Olympic Delivery Authority, London Development Agency and Construction Skills.

Preparing the site has provided many challenging problems to be overcome. The site was an old power station originally built to power local trams.

“There were some issues with the site itself when we first started to prepare for construction,” added Cllr Wheeler. “It was quite contaminated and as well as underground power cables to contend with there were huge underground holes which had to be filled. There were also bats to be re-homed and mounds of very toxic pigeon contamination to contend with.”

“Site preparation works have already been completed and now with confirmation of the funding, construction of the buildings will start at a pace. The centre is now expected to formally open next year.”

Once complete, the Leytonstone-based academy will comprise two training halls, classrooms, a cafeteria and office accommodation.

Stay safe on public transport

• Residents urged to stay safe on underground, trains, cabs and buses

• Public transport is ‘safer than you think’ charity claims

A charity is advising people how to stay safe when using public transport as part of National Personal Safety Day.

The Suzy Lamplugh Trust is launching the ‘Ready, Steady, Safe’ campaign to let people know how they can avoid crime on public transport.
Public transport in the UK is generally safe, with crimes against passengers rare despite more than six billion bus, cab and rail journeys being taken each year.

Jo Walker, from the Suzy Lamplugh Trust, said: “Public transport in and around London is relatively safe, but violent or aggressive incidents do occur – both on transport and whilst waiting at bus stops and stations. It therefore makes sense to take some simple safety precautions in order to feel safer and to reduce the risks.”

The charity advises:

• Avoid empty train compartments and sit near the driver on empty buses or if travelling after dark

• Always use a licensed taxi or minicab

• Book a taxi or minicab in advance and get the driver’s name, the make and colour of the car

• If you are at all worried ask the driver to stop in a busy area, and get out of the car

The campaign will be launched on National Personal Safety Day on 12 October.

Clampdown on fare dodgers

Inspectors checked the tickets of more than 1,300 bus passengers as part of a major drive to reduce fare dodging in Waltham Forest. The operation involved 12 inspectors from London Buses, seven police officers and 17 PCSOs checking 76 buses travelling in the borough.

In all, 13 fixed penalty fares were issued and a further 10 will be considered for prosecution by Transport for London (TfL).

Guy Baber, Area Manager Revenue Protection North at TfL said: “Our actions send out the clear message that in order to avoid a penalty you must pay the correct fare for your journey and that deliberate fare evaders will be prosecuted.”

New road safety scheme

White central lines are going to be removed from Markhouse Road as part of a drive to reduce accidents.

There have been 37 accidents on the road over a 36 month period, six of which have been serious. Research has shown most accidents happen at the junctions to side roads and are speed-related.

In a bid to drive down accidents the central white lines are being removed, carriageways narrowed and pedestrian crossings being built every 100-150 metres to reduce vehicle speeds.

Research conducted in Wiltshire showed removing the central markings on 30 mph roads reduces vehicle speeds and make motorists drive more carefully.
