DISCOUNTS

The Council Tax is made up of a personal element (50%) and a property element (50%).

The personal element assumes that two adults are resident in the property. Where there are more than two resident adults the Council Tax bill will not be increased. Where there are less than two adults however a discount maybe available. When looking at the number of adults resident in a home, certain people are not counted (they are “disregarded”).

CRITERIA FOR PERSONS WHO HAVE THEIR SOLE OR MAIN RESIDENCE IN A HOME / HOSPITAL WHO CAN BE DISREGARDED

Regulations issued under the Local Government Finance Act 1992 provide that a person shall be disregarded if they;

a. have their sole or main residence in a residential care home, nursing home, mental nursing home, or hostel; and

b. are receiving care or treatment (or both) in the home or hostel

DEFINITIONS

A residential care home means   

(a) an establishment in respect of which registration is required under Part 1 of   The Registered Homes Act                                                     1984 or would be so required but for section 1(4) or 5(i) of that Act; or

(b). a building or part of a building in which residential accommodation  is provided under section 21 of the     National Assistance Act 1948; or

(c) a building or part of a building in which residential accommodation is provided and which is run by the Abbeyfield Society, or a body corporate or unincorporated, which is affiliated to that society.

A nursing home means

Anything which is a nursing home within the meaning of the Registered Homes Act 1984 or would be but for  section 21(3)(a) of that Act.

A mental nursing home means

anything which is a nursing home within the meaning of the Registered Homes Act 1984 or would be but for section 21 (3)(a) of that Act.

A Hostel means

(a) a brail hostel or probation hostel approved under section 49 (1) of the powers of Criminal Courts Act 1973 or

(b) a building or part of a building which is soley or mainly used for the provision of residential accommodation in other than separate and self contained sets of premises, together with personal care, for persons who require such personal care by reason of old age, disablement, past or present alcohol or drug dependence or past or present mental disorder.

Regulations further provide that a person will be disregarded if they are a patient who has his sole or main residence in a hospital.

DEFINITION

A Hospital means

(a) a health service hospital within the meaning of the National Health Service Act 1978; and

(b) a military, air force or naval unit or establishment at, or in which medical or surgical treatment is provided for persons subject to the military law, air force law or the Naval Discipline Act 1957.

PLEASE NOTE: 

Persons who retain their sole or main residence at home, e.g. those who only spend short periods of time in hospitals or homes, are unlikely to be disregarded for the purpose of discount.
