PARKING CONSULTATION

The Resident Parking Scheme in Winns Avenue — LP Zone

Waltham Forest Council is seeking your opinion on the Resident Parking Scheme in Winns
Avenue. Please tell us your views by returning the attached questionnaire.

The original LP zone (in Winns Terrace and Badlis Road only) was introduced in 2002. The
Monday to Sunday 8am — 9pm times were agreed after residents of these roads expressed
concerns about parking congestion in the evenings and/or on Sundays, often associated with
activities in Lloyd Park at these times.

Last year the LP zone was extended to its current extent, including part of Winns Avenue,
after public consultation in July 2008.

July 2008 Consultation

At the time of this consultation the majority of responses from residents of the consultation
area were in favour of permit-parking. A number of individual roads, including Winns Avenue,
returned majorities opposed to permit-parking. However the Council decided to include
Winns Avenue in the WA and LP Zones because:

o the overall majority in the whole consultation area was in favour; and

o of the risk of additional parking congestion in Winns Avenue, caused by displaced
parking from within the new zones, if it was excluded from the scheme.

The consultation response rate from residents of this road was also lower than average —
about 17% of households responded compared to 25% for the whole of the consultation area
and it is possible some households in Winns Avenue did not receive a consultation leaflet.

The day and time consultation options included Monday to Sunday 8am — 9pm since this area
was adjacent to the existing LP zone, however a number of shorter time options were also
offered. The majority of responses from residents of the area added to the LP zone were in
favour of both the Mon-Sun days and the 8am to 9pm times, which were therefore
implemented.
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Objections & Comments

Since the scheme was implemented a number of objections and comments have been
received, from people living within the WA and LP Zones and from people living outside of
them. Some objectors have requested that Winns Avenue should be removed from both
parking zones.

The majority of comments or objections from residents within the LP zone included requests
that the days and times of the scheme (currently Monday to Sunday 8am — 9pm) should be
reduced. Comments have also been received from residents expressing support for the
scheme, including that the days and times should be left as they are.

Further Consultation in Winns Avenue

In view of the objections and comments received the Council would like to know whether
residents in Winns Avenue want to keep the Resident Parking Scheme, or if this road should
be removed from the WA and LP Zones.

Please note the Council is not considering removing any other roads from the scheme.
Therefore if Winns Avenue was no longer part of the WA and LP Zones there is a risk that
parking congestion would be worse than it was before they were introduced.

Further Consultation — days and times of the LP Zone parking controls

The Council would also like to know whether residents of all roads in the LP Zone (including
this part of Winns Avenue) would prefer to keep the days and times as they are (Monday to
Sunday 8am — 9pm) or whether they would prefer the shorter days and times (Monday to
Saturday 8am — 6.30pm) already in place in all other parking zones in Walthamstow.

The Council would also consider dividing the LP zone into new zones if the consultation
results showed that residents in clearly definable parts of the area wanted different days and
times.

Further Consultation in the area between Winns Avenue and Billet Road

Residents of a number of roads outside the WA and LP Zones have contacted the Council
reporting severe parking congestion in their roads since the Resident Parking Scheme was
introduced. Consultation is therefore taking place in this area (shown on the map overleaf) to
see if the residents would like permit-parking restrictions. Zones will be implemented only in
roads or areas where a majority of consultation responses are in favour.

Review of permit charges

The charges for permits have not changed since the scheme was introduced. Please note
that the Council is reviewing the permit charges structure, considering the possibility of
reduced charges for the first car permits for standard and low emission cars. The possibility
of free visitor parking permits is also being considered. The outcome of this review will be
subject to a future council decision.



Parking Surveys

Daytime parking surveys, on a weekday in the roads in the LP extension area, were carried
out in June 2008 and June 2009. The results show a substantial reduction in the number of
parked vehicles after the introduction of the Residents Parking Scheme, as shown in the table
below.

The results of overnight parking surveys for 2009 are also shown demonstrating that even at
times when most residents are at home there are now a substantial number of spare parking
spaces available for visitors, delivery drivers, passing places etc. Comparable overnight
surveys were not carried out in 2008.

Surveys were also carried out all the roads in the WA zone, with a similar pattern of results.
The figures for the other parts of Winns Avenue (in the WA zone) are shown below:

Decision

The results of the consultations will be presented to Councillors for a decision on whether or
not Winns Avenue should remain in the Residents Parking Scheme. If the majority of
respondents want to remain in the scheme this will be recommended to Councillors.

If the majority do not want to remain in the scheme the recommendation for Winns Avenue
may depend not only on the response from Winns Avenue residents but also on consideration
of the consultation results from the area between Winns Avenue and Billet Road — since
parking in Winns Avenue could also be affected if new zones are introduced in this area.
