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Responses
The free magazine has a circulation of around 110,000. A total of 178
responses were received which included responses from some visitors to the

area. 27 of these responses were via the website.

The public indicated they are ‘fairly satisfied’ with the general provision of the
network, in both country and rural areas, and that many use the network
regularly, several days per week, mostly for health and fitness, and open air
recreation. These responses are illustrated in the following tables:
