TABLE 2:  Responsibility for Council Functions

Regulations: Functions which must not be the responsibility of an authority’s executive (ie Cabinet) from the Local Authorities (Functions and Responsibilities) (England) Regulations 2000 SCHEDULE 1 Regulation 2(1)

Explanation: The law requires the following Functions must be the responsibility of Full Council and not the Cabinet.

To fulfil its responsibilities the Full Council can decide to carry out these functions itself or delegate a function or functions to a separate committee.  For example, Full Council has amalgamated development control functions in the Planning Committee.  The Full Council can also delegate a function to a Council Officer.  Delegations to Officers are listed in this Part, the Articles and the terms of reference of committees in Part 7 of this Constitution.

Delegation is a simple way of allocating matters to an appropriate level so that the Full Council’s functions are dealt in an efficient and effective way.

	Functions relating to making, amending, revoking or re-enacting byelaws as listed in section F of schedule 1 to the Regulations.

	Functions relating to promoting or opposing local or personal Bills as listed in Section G of Schedule 1 to the Regulations

	Functions relating to local government pensions as listed in ection H. of schedule 1 to the Regulations
	The Council

	Miscellaneous functions as listed in section I. of schedule 1 to the Regulations and as may be amended by law from time to time
	The Council 

	All non-executive functions (subject to the arrangements listed below)
	The Council being made up of all elected Councillors and with the power to delegate to Committees, subcommittees or officers.

	Functions relating to town and country planning and development control as listed in section A. of schedule 1 to the Regulations and as may be amended by law from time to time
	The Council has delegated powers to the Planning Committee. The Committee has made delegations to Officers, which are included within its terms of reference and the scheme of delegation.

	Functions relating to licensing and registration as listed in section B. of schedule 1 to the Regulations and as may be amended by law from time to time
	The Council has delegated powers to the Licensing Act 2003 and Gambling Act and Licensing (General) Committees. The Committees have made delegations to officers, which are included within their terms of reference and the scheme of delegation.

	Functions relating to Health and Safety at work as listed in Section C of Schedule 1 to the Regulations and as may be amended by law from time to time
	The Council has delegated powers to the Licensing  (General) Committee. The Committee has made certain delegations to Officers, included within the scheme of delegation.
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
