MEMBERS ALLOWANCE SCHEME

At its meeting on 12 October 2006,
the Council agreed amendments to its
Members Allowances scheme which
became effective from that date. Further
amendments were agreed at the Council
meeting on 12 July 2007. The scheme
allows for inflation of allowances in line
with the pay award agreed for council
staff applicable to the appropriate
financial year.

In agreeing its scheme, the Council
took into consideration the latest

cover their democratic duties, some
councillors also receive a Special
Responsibility Allowance (SRA) reflecting
the level of their additional duties (see
the table below). Councillors who hold
more than one post are only entitled
to claim the SRA with the greatest
value. In appropriate circumstances
councillors can claim an allowance
towards carers costs, travelling and
subsistence costs when carrying out
certain duties outside the borough.

Elected members (councillors) of
an Authority are entitled under the
Members Allowances scheme to
receive payment for the duties they
perform.

This scheme is set out in the
Constitution of the Council. The scheme
is governed by the Local Government and
Housing Act 1989 as amended and the
Local Authorities (Members Allowances)
(England) Regulations 2003. All councillors
are entitled to a basic allowance to

Local Authorities (Alcohol Consumption in Designated Public Places) Regulations 2007

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the London Borough of Waltham Forest in exercise of its powers under
Section 13(2) of the Criminal Justice and Police Act 2001 and the Local Authorities (Alcohol Consumption
in Public Places) Regulations 2007 (“the Regulations”) proposes to make an Order identifying the places
detailed in the Schedule below. The proposed Order would cover all streets and other public open
spaces (but not retail premises and other private/public buildings) within the area shown edged in black
on the plan below.

The Order allows a constable and other accredited persons under section 41, 42 and Schedule 5 of the
Police Reform Act 2002 to require a person, in a designated place, not to drink alcohol in that place if
the officer reasonably believes that a person has consumed or intends to do so, and to surrender the
alcohol or alcohol container (other than a sealed container) in the person’s possession. Any person who
fails without reasonable excuse to comply with a constable or accredited person’s request under this
provision may commit an offence and be liable to prosecution

Full details of the proposal and draft Order together with a map showing the areas of land designated
are available for inspection at Sycamore House, London Borough of Waltham Forest, Town Hall, Forest
Road, London, E17 4JF, and can be examined during the normal office hours.

The effect of the proposed Order on those categories of premises specified in regulation 3(3)(b) of the
Regulations aforesaid is that such premises will not form part of the Order at the times when alcohol is
being sold or supplied and within 30 minutes thereafter.

Pursuant to regulation 5(1) there are no premises to which Section 14(1B) Criminal Justice and Police
Act 2001 applies being premises in respect of which a premise licence under the Licensing Act 2003
authorising the sale of the alcohol is held by the local authority.

(AMENDMENT NO. *) ORDER 200*

THE WALTHAM FOREST (PROHIBITION OF STOPPING OUTSIDE SCHOOLS)
(AMENDMENT NO. *) ORDER 200*

. NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Council of the London Borough of Waltham Forest (hereinafter
called “the Council”) propose to make the above-mentioned Orders under sections 6 and 124 of and
Part IV of Schedule 9 to the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, as amended by the Local Government
Act 1985(b), and of all other powers thereunto enabling.

The general effect of the Waiting and Loading Order would be to further amend the Waltham Forest
(Waiting and Loading Restriction) Consolidation Order 2008, so that waiting by vehicles (otherwise
than for the purpose of delivering or collecting goods or loading or unloading a vehicle) would

be prohibited at certain times in parts of Normanton Park and Wyemead Crescent as specified in
Schedule 1 to this Notice.

. The general effect of the School Keep Clear Order would be to further amend the Waltham Forest
(Prohibition of Stopping Outside Schools) Traffic Order 1996 so that stopping on School Keep Clear
markings would be prohibited for any reason at certain times in parts of Normanton Park as specified
in Schedule 2 to this Notice.

FURTHER NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Council propose to construct a speed table and road
humps on Normanton Park at the locations specified in Schedule 3 to this Notice under sections
90A to 90I of the Highways Act 1980 and in accordance with the provisions of the Highways (Road
Humps) Regulations 1999 and the Highways (Traffic Calming) Regulations 1999 and of all other
powers thereunto enabling. The speed table would be constructed to cover the full width of the
carriageway, be of flat top design, 23.5 metres in length and not more than 100 millimetres at its
highest point. The road humps would be constructed similarly but 3 metres in length.

Copies of the Orders, the Council’s statement of reasons for proposing to make the Orders and
of plans showing the locations and effects of the Orders, speed tables and road humps can be

THE WALTHAM FOREST (CHURCH HILL AREA) TEMPORARY PROHIBITION OF TRAFFIC

1. The Council of the London Borough of Waltham Forest HEREBY GIVES NOTICE that to enable the
construction works associated with the implementation of a 20mph zone to be carried out in a safe
and efficient manner it has made an Order, the general effect of which will be, only at such times
and to such extent as regulatory traffic signs are displayed, to:
(a) close to vehicles the roads specified in the Schedule to this Notice; and
(b) prohibit vehicles from waiting for any purpose at any time in the roads specified in the Schedule

to this Notice, but only where such prohibition is considered necessary to execute the said works.

N.B.The Council may not be closing all of the above-mentioned roads at the same time and
closures would only take place when necessary to execute the works and when traffic signs
indicating the closures are displayed. Access for residents’ vehicles will be maintained wherever
possible. Although specific alternative routes for local traffic are not being listed, in general, these
will be via adjacent side roads leading to the other side of the closure area.

2. The prohibitions mentioned above will not apply in relation to any vehicle being used -
(a) in connection with the said works; or
(b) for ambulance, fire brigade or police purposes in an emergency, if the works allow.

3. The Order will come into operation on the 13th August 2008 and will be valid for a maximum period
of 18 months or until the works are completed, whichever is the sooner.

The Waltham Forest (Waiting and Loading Restriction) (Amendment No. 2) Order 2008
The Waltham Forest (Bus Lanes) (No. 1, 2001) (Amendment No. 2) Order 2008

1. NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Council of the London Borough of Waltham Forest (hereinafter
called “the Council”) on 10th August 2008 made the above-mentioned Orders under sections 6 and
124 of and Part IV of Schedule 9 to the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, as amended.

2. The general effect of the Orders will be, in respect of Chingford Road, E17 (between a point 27
metres south of Cazenove Road and its junction with Knebworth Avenue) to change the hours of
operation of -

(@) the northbound bus lane from “peak hours” to 7am to 7pm on Mondays to Saturdays; and
(b) the existing waiting and loading restrictions throughout the above-mentioned length to 7am to
7pm on Mondays to Saturdays.

Note: As a result of representations received in response to the consultation exercise and public
notice carried out in March of this year, the Council has decided to continue to allow “taxis” to use
the bus lane during its new operational hours.

3. Copies of the Orders, which will come into operation on 12th August 2008 and of other relevant
documents can be inspected during normal office hours on Mondays to Fridays inclusive until the
end of 6 weeks from the date on which the Orders were made at:- (a) The Information Desk, Town
Hall, Forest Road, Walthamstow, E17; (b) The Waltham Forest Direct Shop, 772-776 High Road,
Leyton, E10; and (c) Low Hall, Argall Avenue, London, E10 7AS.

4. Any person desiring to question the validity of the Orders or of any of their provisions on the
grounds that they are not within the relevant powers of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, or
that any of the relevant requirements thereof or of any relevant regulations made thereunder have
not been complied with in relation to the Orders may, within six weeks of the date on which the
Orders are made, make application for the purpose to the High Court.

THE WALTHAM FOREST (CROWNFIELD ROAD) TEMPORARY PROHIBITION OF TRAFFIC

1. The Council of the London Borough of Waltham Forest HEREBY GIVES NOTICE that to enable
works to be carried out in a safe and efficient manner in Crownfield Road it intends making an
Order, the general effect of which would be, only at such times and to such extent as regulatory
signs are displayed, to close to vehicles (except works vehicles):-

(a) Crownfield Road; and
(b) Oakland Road; Morris Road; Burgess Road; Dunmow Road and Edith Road, for 30 metres at
their junctions with Crownfield Road.

2. Whilst the resurfacing works are being carried out, no person shall cause or permit any vehicle to
enter, proceed or wait for any purpose, at any time, in the lengths of road mentioned above and
vehicles waiting in disregard of the proposed Order would be removed.

N.B. The works are expected to take place Mondays to Sundays inclusive at 08:00hrs to 18:00hrs.
The prohibitions would only be in operation when necessary to execute the works and when traffic
signs indicating them are displayed. Whilst the closures remain in force displaced traffic would

be diverted via local roads and should follow diversionary signing. Access for residents’ vehicles
would be maintained wherever possible.

3. The prohibitions mentioned above would not apply in relation to any vehicle being used -
(a) in connection with the said works; or
(b) for ambulance, fire brigade or police purposes in an emergency, if the works allow.

4. The Order would come into operation on 9th September 2008 and would be valid for a maximum

period of 18 months or until the works are completed, whichever is the sooner. The works are
anticipated to be completed by January 2009.

1. The Council of the London Borough of Waltham Forest HEREBY GIVES NOTICE that to enable
resurfacing works to be carried out in a safe and efficient manner in Addison Road it has made an
Order, the general effect of which will be, only at such times and to such extent as regulatory signs
are displayed, to close to vehicles (except works vehicles) that length of Addison Road between its
junction with Shernhall Street and the north-eastern kerb-line of Comely Bank Road.

2. Whilst the resurfacing works are being carried out, no person shall cause or permit any vehicle to
enter, proceed or wait for any purpose, at any time, in that section of Addison Road as mentioned
above, and vehicles waiting in disregard of this Order will be removed.

N.B. The construction works will be for a period of ten consecutive days during 12th August 2008
until 30th September 2008. The prohibitions will only be in operation when necessary to execute
the works and when traffic signs indicating them are displayed. Whilst the closures remain in force
displaced traffic will be diverted via local roads and should follow diversionary signing. Access for
residents’ vehicles will be maintained wherever possible.

3. The prohibitions mentioned above will not apply in relation to any vehicle being used -
(a) in connection with the said works; or
(b) for ambulance, fire brigade or police purposes in an emergency, if the works allow.

4. The Order will come into operation on 12th August 2008 and will be valid for a maximum period

of 18 months or until the works are completed, whichever is the sooner. However, the works are
anticipated to be completed by 30th September 2008.

THE WALTHAM FOREST (FULBOURNE ROAD, MACDONALD ROAD AND VICTORIA ROAD)
TEMPORARY PROHIBITION AND RESTRICTION OF TRAFFIC

1. The Council of the London Borough of Waltham Forest HEREBY GIVES NOTICE that to enable the
construction and resurfacing works associated with the implementation of a local safety scheme to
be carried out in a safe and efficient manner it has made an Order, the general effect of which will
be, only at such times and to such extent as regulatory traffic signs are displayed, to:

(@) prohibit vehicles from entering, proceeding or waiting at any time in:
(i) the length of Macdonald Road between its junction with Fulbourne Road and a point 30
metres north-east of that junction;
(i) the length of Victoria Road between its junction with Fulbourne Road and a point 30 metres
south-west of that junction;
(b) prohibit vehicles from waiting at any time in Fulbourne Road.
Vehicles waiting in disregard of this Order will be removed.

NB: The prohibitions will only be in operation when necessary to execute the works and when
traffic signs indicating them are displayed. Access for residents’ vehicles will be maintained
wherever possible.

2. Whilst the closures remain in force displaced traffic will be diverted as follows:
(a) for Macdonald Road via Forest Road and Hale End Road; and
(b) for Victoria Road via Brookscroft Road and Woodend Road.
3. The prohibitions mentioned above will not apply in relation to any vehicle being used -
(a) in connection with the said works; or
(b) for ambulance, fire brigade or police purposes in an emergency, if the works allow.

4. The Order will come into operation on the 13th August 2008 and will be valid for a maximum period
of 18 months or until the works are completed, whichever is the sooner.
