Feted film club celebrates 60 years of filmmaking

Not many filmmakers can boast a 60-year career, unlike the Walthamstow Amateur CineVideo Club, whose Diamond Jubilee bash promises to be quite a production as it showcases the club’s rich history.

While missing out on being one of the club’s founding fathers by a whisker, avid filmmaker Ted Playle has been onboard for its 60-year duration. “There’d been a long-running photography club in the area and, after World War II, some of the members became interested in making films and started a new club,” says Ted of the club’s early days. “I saw it advertised and that’s how I got involved.”

Along the way they’ve had their fair share of successes, sending their films to fans around the world and winning a place in Amateur Cineworld’s ‘10 Best Films in the World’ competition in 1966, and the Alfred Hitchcock Cup at the Edinburgh International Film Festival the same year with a short film called ‘Backfire’. The film drew such a crowd at one point that a matinee had to be hurriedly organised to cope with demand.

As to what the club’s upto now, that entirely depends on what they feel like trying their hand at – everything from comedies to dramas and documentaries. Always looking for new members, Ted explains what – other than a friendly welcome – new faces can expect: “We don’t formally ‘teach’ members, but you can learn a lot just by taking part. Even if you’re not looking to edit or direct you can come along to act, animate or help with the music. You don’t need much by way of money  or equipment either – just a love for making film.”

Pavements are for pedestrians! Cycling on the footway is a bugbear which comes up at all kinds of groups throughout Waltham Forest – from Residents’ Associations to Community Councils, and from Police Ward Panels to Transport Liaison and Mobility Forums.

We need to turn back the tide of cyclists on the pavement, to make walking safe for everyone.

One of the excuses I’ve often heard is that “it’s not safe to cycle on the road”. I appreciate that provision for cycle paths is never perfect, but it’s not fair to push your problem onto other people. Instead, why not join a campaign group and address the cause? By riding on the pavement you bring danger to pedestrians – and they have nowhere else to go. This is just not acceptable.

Having bikes whizz past can be frightening. It’s a particular hazard for elderly  and disabled people, who are not necessarily aware of the cyclist, and who can’t move out of the way quickly. Also, muggings have been carried out by youths cycling on the pavement - punching the victim then grabbing their bag and riding off - so it can be unnerving to see people approaching on bikes.

It’s also a problem when a whole family cycles together along the pavement, leaving no room for the pedestrian, just because the smallest member of the family is too young to ride on the road. We are lucky to have lots of green  space in Waltham Forest, so why not push your bikes to the park, and then let off steam when you get there? By riding on the pavement, you are setting a bad example to your child.

This is something that the whole community needs to address. We can’t leave it to the police – they are extremely obvious in their uniform, so offenders simply avoid them. In addition, police are not able to tell under 16s to take to the road; they can only advise them to get off and push. Therefore we all need to take responsibility: educating our children and thinking twice about where we cycle.

Council clampdown on unhygienic restaurants continues

• Clampdown on poor hygiene bites in Waltham Forest as inspectors blitz four premises

• More surprise visits promised to protect residents’ health and maintain safety standards

Environmental Health Officers have taken action against four food premises in the last month as part of a clampdown against poor hygiene.

Yasmin Golden Café in Lea Bridge Road, and China Garden Takeaway in Markhouse

Road were ordered to close on September 8 after inspectors found cockroach infestations.

Al Andalus in High Road, Leyton, was closed on September 10 after mouse and cockroach infestations were found.

LT Simple Foods was ordered to close its delicatessen section on September 14 because there was a lack of hot water and the refrigerator counter for cooked meats was too hot.

• They carry out routine inspections of all types of food businesses and ensure they are run in a hygienic way and comply with health and safety legislation

• They have the power to order businesses to carry out urgent improvement works, or in really bad cases, close them down

• All food businesses are regularly inspected as part of the Scores on the Doors scheme, which aims to show residents how hygienic a particular premises is

Spidey senses

• A succession of mild winters has increased the reported sightings of False Widow spiders in the UK

• Although venomous, False Widow spiders rarely bite

Residents of Upper Walthamstow Road got some unwelcome houseguests when a number of ‘False Widow’ spiders moved into their block of flats.

The spiders, which resemble  the deadly Black Widow, appeared to be nesting in balconies and stairwells in the building. Ascham Homes, who manage housing on behalf of the Council, quickly arranged for contractors to carry out treatment to remove the spiders.

A spider from the block was identified by the Council’s Animal Warden as Steatoda Nobilis, or False Widow, after a resident brought it into reception. While the spiders can bite,  they are not aggressive and only bite if mishandled or provoked. Symptoms from their bites are usually similar to those of a wasp sting. If you do come across a False Widow the best advice is to leave it alone.

The False Widow was introduced to Britain from the Canary Islands over 100 years ago. In recent years, it has been spreading across the country. The spider has a brown bulbous abdomen with pale makings and can be up to 15mm in size.

But what can you do if you are not a council tenant and spiders or other pests invade you home?

While the council cannot offer private residents a service to remove unwanted arachnids, they do offer a subsidised pest control service to treat pests that are of public health concern, for example rats, mice, cockroaches and bed bugs. Fact sheets and advice about preventing pests are available to download from the council website.

New plans to reduce ‘honour’ violence

The Crown Prosecution Service (CPS) has announced it is increasing the number of specialist prosecutors to tackle ‘honour’ based violence.

The announcement, which was made at a conference organised by the Association of Chief Police Officers, means the number of specialist prosecutors will double, to 20, and prosecutors will be more able to deal with the sensitive and complex issues associated with such cases.

Honour crimes are difficult to prosecute because they involve family, community and long standing cultural beliefs. The CPS is responsible for prosecuting criminal cases investigated by the police in England and Wales.

Members of the Prime Minister’s Strategy Unit swapped Number 10 for the streets, schools and surgeries of Waltham Forest recently to see how council services work.

Members of the strategy unit teamed up with Waltham Forest workers ranging from nurses to pest control officers and primary school teachers to bobbies on the beat in order to gain first-hand experience of the challenges of delivering public services.

Depending on who they were teamed up with, members of the PMSU team could’ve been watching temperatures being taken at a drop-in clinic, helping ensure the local pie n’ mash shop was up to scratch or dealing with the inquisitive minds of a class full of feisty eight-year-olds.

One civil servant, Alex, spent the day with a pest control officer tackling infestations of mice, cockroaches and bed bugs. He said: “I took away a better understanding of the people who use public services and their needs. It was also really interesting to see the impact of management targets on frontline staff and how they were put into practice.”

The lessons the strategy unit staff will take back will help them draw-up policies to improve the delivery of vital services used by millions of people around the country every day.

Bang out of order

• Fire Brigade offers advice for a safer bonfire night

• Brigade expects to be called to hundreds of incidents on and around 5 November

The nights are closing in and fireworks have gone on sale in the shops – Bonfire Night is officially around the corner.

In the lead up to 5 November the London Fire Brigade is urging people to be safety aware while having fun.

The brigade expects to be called to hundreds of incidents on and around 5 November this year – ranging from bonfires that have got out of control, to problems caused by fireworks.

A trip to hospital or a wrecked property won’t make for an enjoyable bonfire night, so what can you do to have a safer 5 November?

London Fire Brigade recommend following the fireworks code – a simple set of rules that includes only buying fireworks marked with the British Standard Kitemark BS7114, keeping fireworks in a closed box and never throwing fireworks.

London Fire Brigade Borough Commander for Waltham Forest, Richard Squire, said: “I’m pleased to say that we don’t have a huge problem with firework misuse in Waltham Forest and we want to keep it that way. People should remember that while we’re dealing with problems that could be prevented, like out of control bonfires, we’re not available to respond to serious calls.

“The best advice we can give people is to attend the Council’s organised firework display. But if you are having your own celebration use common sense and follow the fireworks code.”.

Waltham Forest’s ‘Fantastic Fireworks’ display will be held at Chestnut Field, behind the Town Hall, Walthamstow, on 5 November.

Gates open at 6pm and the display begins at 8pm. There will be a funfair with rides for all the family and hot snacks and drinks on sale.

• Legend has it that the Chinese made the first fireworks in the 800s, filling bamboo shoots with gunpowder and exploding them at New Year with the hope the sound would scare away evil spirits

• Alongside Bonfire Night, many Londoners use fireworks to celebrate other festivals like Chinese New Year and Diwali

• Fireworks burn at thousands of degrees centigrade. Even a sparkler reaches a temperature of up to 2,000°C (20 times the boiling point of water)

• Fireworks are fast, with rockets reaching around 150mph

• The Battle of Flowers Parade in Jersey in 1997 saw the record set for the biggest number of rockets fired in one attempt, with 39,210 fired simultaneously.

Residents urged to ask MPA for more Police

Waltham Forest Council’s leader is urging residents to take part in an annual survey on policing in London so the borough’s shortage of police is highlighted to the Mayor and senior officers.

The Metropolitan Police Authority wants residents to tell them what they think the police’s top three crime priorities should be and asks them to identify what other issues they think should be tackled.

Each year the Metropolitan Police Authority asks residents across London for their views on policing in the capital and people have until 30 November to respond.

In August, the Council called on the Mayor and Metropolitan Police Authority to provide at least 120 extra police officers to walk the beat in the borough and is calling on residents to back its call for reinforcements.

Waltham Forest Council’s Leader Cllr Chris Robbins said: “It’s clear we have a disproportionate amount of serious crime and too few officers compared with other parts of London.”

“This survey is an important chance for residents to tell the Mayor of London and Metropolitan Police Authority not to short change Waltham Forest any longer and give us the extra 120 officers that we need.” Young people are also being urged to have their say on policing in the capital through the new online Safer Neighbourhoods Online Youth Survey.

Killer’s cab ban

A paranoid schizophrenic who strangled his wife has been stopped from studying to become a black-cab driver after protests from taxi drivers.

The 38-year-old killed his wife in 2000 and was jailed indefinitely for manslaughter in 2001, but was released after the parole board assessed he was no longer a risk to society.

Transport for London said he was removed from ‘the Knowledge’ course because of his criminal history. He has also had his licence to work as a mini cab driver revoked.

TfL has also announced plans to tighten the guidelines for granting taxi and private hire licences in London which ban people convicted of serious or violent offences from gaining them.

Managing Waltham Forest’s Waste

• Residents urged to have their say on London’s future waste plans

• North London Waste plan looks for locations for new sites to deal more

It’s simple enough: more people equals more rubbish being thrown away. What’s not so simple, however, is how we as Londoners are going to deal with it all.

While many residents are recycling and doing their bit to live a greener life, wider planning is also afoot to make sure London can cope. The Mayor of London has assigned each borough a set amount of waste they have to manage, and, to deal with this, Waltham Forest has been working with six other London councils to put together the North London Waste Plan (NLWP).

The NLWP identifies how we will effectively manage the waste assigned to us and states how much land is needed so we can do this.

While the plan ensures existing waste sites will remain, it also identifies a shortage of land in the longer term. To meet this shortage, the plan identifies 10 sites that could be used in the future if existing ones cannot be upgraded or redeveloped. Of these ten, one possible location is in Waltham Forest (Rigg Approach, in Argall Business Estate).

In order to hear what residents have to say about the plans, a consultation will run from 14 October to 24 November. As well as being able to fill in an online survey, information sessions will be held across the seven boroughs. Waltham Forest’s event will take place from 2pm-8pm on 19 October at the SCORE Centre, 100 Oliver Road, Leyton E10 5JY, so if you want to find out more or voice your opinion, why not pop along?

Changing times at Lammas

• Leyton school pioneers mixed age tutoring

• Pupils can take GCSEs early if they are ready

Students claim the change is a chance to shine There’s change afoot at Lammas School and Sports College.

The school has become one of the first in Waltham Forest to introduce changes after new government guidelines allowed teachers to focus on pupils’ abilities rather than their age.

“What the changes mean, for example, is that there’s no reason a student cannot sit a GCSE at 14 if they’re ready to,” explained head teacher Shona Ramsay.

“We put in a lot of footwork last year to make things like that possible at Lammas; now we’re ready and it’s really exciting.”

The most visible change is how tutoring sessions are delivered. Previously based on Year Groups, pupils are now tutored in ‘Teams’, covering all ages in the school.

Only a handful of students from any year group are now in a tutor group, giving teachers more time to give specific one-to-one support.

“The response has been fantastic,” added Shona. “Younger pupils have someone to look up to and older students take it as a chance to show how responsible they can be.”

And it seems students agree with Shona.

“The idea’s great because you build relationships across the school,” said Year 11 pupil, Aisha.

“For me it’s a chance to be a good role model to pupils who really need it.”

Active Environments organises an Eco Club for teenagers which involves activities such as clearing overgrown areas, replanting and general environmental education.

“We have a project at Hollow Ponds where we are working with the Forest Rangers and the Youth Offending Team,” says organiser Carmela Crute Jones.

“We’re cutting down the willow that is overhanging the water so we can create habitats for amphibians, small fish and water birds with chicks.

“The willow naturally grows in the shallows but if you leave it, it dries out the ground so we cut it down and make a coppice.”

Down the road in Leyton, the Friends of St Mary’s have been tackling years of neglect at the old churchyard on Church Road.

“It’s a wonderful project,” says Carmela. “St Mary’s churchyard had been badly neglected. The Community Council awarded us £4,000 for equipment and we’ve just won a grant from Grantscape and the Church Urban Fund so we’ll be running school projects on grave mapping.

Some of the graves are from World War One and some of them are listed.”
