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£5m pledge for Leyton improvements

1,000 day Olympic countdown marked with recession-busting promise

Plans for improvements to Leyton and the area surrounding the Olympic Park have been given a timely boost, after Council Leader, Cllr Chris Robbins, welcomed a new £5m government grant for the area.

The Council have said the money will be spent on ensuring those residents most affected by the Games also reap the rewards.

The news came as the capital celebrated 1,000 days to go before the 2012 Games officially open, last weekend.

“Waltham Forest have always said our 2012 Legacy – what we will leave behind for generations to come – will be a legacy of jobs, education and opportunity,” said Cllr Robbins.

“Huge strides have been taken towards achieving that over the past few years, with our Worknet jobs programme and the planned Construction Training Centre in Leytonstone.

“However, it is also vital those residents most affected by the Games can look out of their windows and truly see the benefits. This money will take the Council closer to realising that ambition.”

Although still in the early planning stages, the £5million grant from the Communities and Local Government department will pay for much needed redevelopment of Leyton High Road, including streets and shop fronts.

Locally, residents praised the investment.

“It definitely sounds like a good thing,” said Akin, of Belmont Park Road. “The High Road in particular could definitely be improved. I think right now, small businesses around here need help, and if this can generate more money in the area, then it’s a good thing.”

Residents warned to be vigilant after a string of attacks

• Hollow Pond scene of late night attacks

• 14 year old boy among four arrested

Police are warning people to be careful following a series of attacks around Hollow Pond in Leytonstone.

High visibility patrols have been stepped up in the area and four people have been arrested, but officers are keen to put a stop to the robberies and assaults as quickly as possible.

Residents are advised to be vigilant if visiting Hollow Pond or the surrounding area, to tell someone where they are going and to report any suspicious

behaviour to police.

Supt. Adrian Hutchinson said: “Catching the people responsible for these disgusting attacks is an absolute priority for us, and I’d urge people with information to come forward.”

Halloween egg and flour ban

• Huge clampdown tackles anti-social behaviour on borough’s streets

• No eggs and flour to under 18s -masks seized from unruly teenagers

Waltham Forest Council launched a campaign with the police to tackle an expected increase in anti-social behaviour around Halloween. Last year, the borough saw a 43 per cent drop on 2007’s anti-social behaviour incidents after a similar campaign.

This year, police stepped up patrols, CCTV vans were sent to trouble ‘hot spots’ and a range of initiatives were brought in. They included a voluntary ban on eggs and flour sales to all under-18s and a free poster for residents to display in their window telling trick or treaters they were not welcome.

Police also seized a number of masks from older youths and prior to Halloween visited primary schools to teach children how to stay safe while trick or treating.

Other work carried out in the run up to Halloween was the clearance of skips and flammable materials from the streets to reduce the risk from deliberately started fires and advice was given to older people about what to do if they felt unsafe.

The Council has also been preparing for bonfire night on 5 November by inspecting

all premises that are selling fireworks and carrying out random test purchases of retailers. Shops that sell fireworks to underage children will not receive a licence next year and will be prosecuted.

The Council’s annual fireworks display is being held at Chestnut Fields from 6pm on 5 November. Entry for adults cost £4, OAPs and under 16s are £3 and children under five are free.

Driver pays the penalty for assaulting parking attendant

An aggressive motorist who punched a parking attendant in the face before driving over his motorcycle has been successfully prosecuted for assault. The attack happened on 3 August, when the motorist was given a penalty charge notice in High Road, Leytonstone.

When he returned to his car, he began an argument with the parking attendant, pushed him, then punched him in the face, before jumping into his car and driving into the attendant’s motorcycle.

The driver then drove away, with the bike wedged under the car but was subsequently arrested by police. The parking attendant was not seriously hurt.

On 19 October the motorist appeared at Waltham Forest Magistrates Court and pleaded guilty to assault and was fined by magistrates.

The motorist has also paid the original fixed penalty notice.

Waltham Forest Council’s Cabinet member for Environment, Cllr Bob Belam, said: “We will not tolerate assaults on staff and this conviction shows we will not hesitate to take legal action against people who behave in a dangerous and aggressive manner towards our parking attendants.”

‘Constructive’ meeting on Council’s police campaign

• London Mayor and Council Leader meet to discuss Waltham Forest police campaign

• Further meetings will look at extra resources

Discussions about police numbers in Waltham Forest between the Mayor of London and Waltham Forest Council Leader, Cllr Chris Robbins, have been described as “constructive”.

The Council’s analysis of Metropolitan police crime data shows Waltham Forest has disproportionate rates of serious crime and not enough police officers to deal with it. Cllr Robbins, is calling on Boris Johnson, as the chair of the Metropolitan Police Authority, to provide an extra 120 officers to make up the shortfall.

The pair met at City Hall on Friday 6 October, and the Council’s ‘back-up’ campaign was top of the agenda. Cllr Robbins said: “I made it clear to the Mayor the overwhelming strength of feeling from residents on our campaign for more police and a fairer deal for our borough.

“Boris Johnson remarked that we are running an impressive campaign and we had a detailed and constructive discussion about Waltham Forest’s policing needs.

“As a first step we have agreed to a series of meetings between senior officers from the Council and the Mayor’s office to see what extra resources are available and examine how the police can make better use of existing resources.

“This meeting was an extremely important step in achieving our aim of getting more police officers so we can cut knife crime and drug dealing and make our streets safer.”

Cllr Robbins and Boris Johnson also discussed Olympics and Housing during their meeting when the importance of residents being able to get to the Olympic Park was raised. The GLA will now look at the proposals.

Graffiti vandals targeted in new wave of enviro-crime campaign

• ‘Taggers’ to be shopped for graffiti

• Thousands spent each year on clearing illegal and unsightly graffiti

Waltham Forest’s ‘Wipe It Out’ campaign takes another step today, with the launch of the new ‘Name that Tagger’ scheme.

The move comes in a bid to clampdown on graffiti vandals who cost the borough £450,000 a year on clear-up costs.

On top of the financial burden, it is notoriously difficult to prosecute the people responsible because a lot of graffiti is scrawled onto walls quickly and is difficult to attach to one person.

‘Tags’ – however – are vandals’ trademark names, and so it is hoped more people will be able to be identified by tackling taggers.

By urging residents to let the authorities know who is responsible for which tags, it is hoped the whole community can get behind wiping out the menace of graffiti.

“Graffiti is a crime and we want residents’ help to catch the people responsible; that’s where the ‘Name that Tagger’ campaign comes in,” said Cllr Afzal Akram, Cabinet Member for Community Safety, Enforcement and Protection.

“People who come forward can remain anonymous if they want and if you give evidence that leads to a prosecution you could get a reward.”

As part of the scheme, new tags spotted throughout the borough will be displayed online at www.walthamforest.gov.uk/wipeitout and there will also be regular updates in Waltham Forest News.

Anyone who is caught scrawling graffiti will be fined £75 and could also be prosecuted and served with an anti-social behaviour order.

The ‘Name that Tagger’ scheme is part of the ‘Wipe It Out’ campaign which aims to tackle fly tipping, littering, dog fouling and graffiti in Waltham Forest.

2. The general effect of the Waiting and Loading Order will be to further amend The Waltham Forest (Waiting and Loading Restriction) Consolidation Order 2008 so that waiting by vehicles will be prohibited “at any time” at the locations specified in Schedule to this Notice.

3.
