Voluntary Agreement

In helping to determine the most appropriate provision for your child, Waltham Forest would recommend that you notify us of your intention to home educate your child before taking any action. If your child is registered at a School then before you submit your written notification to do so, you reflect on the reasons for withdrawal, and consider whether this is in your child’s best interests.  We welcome an opportunity to work collaboratively with families who educate children at home and would encourage all parents to continue to remain in contact with Waltham Forest Elective Home Education team for advice and guidance.

We also seek your permission to share your child’s details with Health Services to ensure that your child does not miss out on any appropriate immunisations or other benefits which are normally carried out at schools.
